Vehicle 1.D. Numbers Explained
Mike MeGowan
Chicagoland Corvaly Enthusiasts

If you, have ever wondered what all these numbers stamped on
the various parts of vour Corvatr stand for, this article niay tell
you more than vou really wanted to know.

The most important and Information-packed fumber of all
is the Vehicle Identification Number (VIN), or simply the
serfal mumber. 1t s printed on your title and registration card,
and appears on a plate welded or dveted to the car;, -t iy also
stariped into the body in an arcane place underneath. This
provides a double check in the event that the plate has been
tampered with, but is seldom checked (or tampered with) sinee
it requires extenstve wark to uncover,

On eurly models avd teueks, the plate s found oo the body
pillar behind the driversdoor. The Arst digit indicates the model
vear: () for 1960, ete. The second two digits are the rrim level:
05 for 500, D7 for 700 ane 09 for 900 or Monza. 1964 Spyders
only bave 06 series nuriibers; though they were called \/Inuz.lq
196263 Spyders have Monza manbers. The next twa di igits are
the body style: 27 for 2-doar coupe, 35 for station wagon, 67 for
convertible and 69 for 4-door sedans,

Trucks and vans had z differsintsystem of numbers: R125 fof 2
puriel van, R126 for a Greenbrier, and R124 for the Rampside
and the rare and useless Loadside.

This brinmgs us to the only letter desigrating the plant of final
assemibly, [tis almost always W for Willow Run, Michigan, but
others are oceastonally seen; such as K for Kansas Lrt}, 0 for
Oaldund, or L for Los Angeley. Trueks and vans miay have S for
St. Lowisor F for Flint,

The fumber after the letter is the eerfal numiber, which s
assigned in consecutive sequence at each plant. As is traditional
aniong manufacturers (espectally snall ones) the numbering
beging not at zero but at some large number in an =fort o
inflate the apparent production: Chevrolet begins each model
vearat 100,001 for each make of car at each production plant.

hig number can help to determine when, during the model
year, the car was made:

Heres an exaniple: 30967W159661. Tt's a '63 (3) Monza (09)
eonwvertible (67) frorm Willow Run (W) and the 59,661st (159661)
Corvair made there that vear Tt bap}:‘!i:Ls tar be-ny l\lLu:. Spwder, but
vou cant tell that Dron the tuunber.

The late model, numbersare similar, but thers are differences.
The number plate was locared on the body rail (inside, next o
the buttery) until '67 and thepufter on the dushboarnd, visible
throngh the left lower cormer of the windshield. Deont be
confused by the body I tag, which was:always on the rear body
rail near the engine mount.

The first number isalwaysa 1, which means it’s a Chevroler. The
next two digits are the trim level: 01 for a SO0, 015 for a Monza-
arid 07 fora Coma. The body style is next 37 for a 2-door coupe,
39 for a 4-door sedan and 67 for a eonvertible. The last digit
before the letter is for the year: § for 1965, etc. The meaning of
the letter wad rémaining sertal nuntbery are the qume as for early
models, except for 1969 which started at 700,001,

Heres an example of the most sought affer secdul numiber of
all: I0S379W706000. 1t 15 a Chevrolet (1) Corvair Monza
(QS coupe (37] vintage of 1969 (9) and the 6000th car built

at Willow Run (W7 OhOOU) the elugtve last Corvair If you
ﬁnd this car for sale, T would be willing to go as high az several
hundred dollars (i mint condition, of course ).

But serfouslyywhat good are these munbers anvway?

Well, if vou dop't at least check to dee that the number on the
ca rmﬁhea vour title, then maybe 1 can interest you in buying
2 fine bridge in Brooklyn or some choice retirement property in
the Everglades.

Beyond that, ifthe number plate s attached with serews or tape
{I'm not joking, it happens) or the body style deesnt match
the wumbers, you mitght recosider vour purchase. My favorite
story concerng & buyer who found twe numbers; one in the
windshield and one in the engine compartment. This prompted
him to find welding seams which proved the car to have been
tanthed together from the intact front and rear sections of two
wreeks. 1 don't know i he bought theear, but one should at least
be aware of such things lefore doing so,

Most people think all silinder heads are thie sanie, but 1 Lave
cataloged 61 of them. We have basically four different heads,
with alot of variations within each type

First there s the 80and 95 He head which ts a lower compression
head at a compression ratio of 8 to 1. Next we haye the 102
and 110 #r which have a higher compression ratio of about
9 to 1. Then there is the 140 ne head which also hasa 9 o
1 compression rfatto; but the valves are bigger, partieularly the
intake valves. Last, but not least, we have the 150 and 180
heads for the turbo engies. These have ® o 1 compression
rtie.

Here m New Mexico we don't have too many problems running
engines with 9 to 1 compression ratie; hut when vou go 0 sea
level you really need pretiund gas. Almost all the valves are the
sante with the exception of the 140 mr and sowe early 80 ur
and 102 #r heads. In later vears, they went to the hetter valves
{thats why they are so expensive), and of course, all the new
valves that you get are the same. Most of the differenice in heads
of the same horsepower rating is the different size balts that
serew i through the sheet metul,
